MATTHEW 1 & ISAIAH 7 

THE BIBLE GIVES MANY NAMES TO DESCRIBE JESUS: 

• Jesus is the DOOR and no man can come to the Father but through Him.

• Jesus is our GREAT SHEPHERD who leads and guides us through life.

• He is our PRINCE OF PEACE.

• He is the LAMB OF GOD that takes away the sins of the world.

The name Jesus is the Greek form of Joshua, which means God saves. 
• Joshua in the Old Testament was a type of Christ.

• Joshua was appointed to lead the Israelites into their Promised Land as Jesus was
appointed to lead us out of sin and bondage.

The names Christ and Messiah both mean Anointed One. Luke 4:18-19

The name Immanuel means God with us. Hebrew 1:1
• When the bible says Jesus is God with us, it means that Jesus is the exact representation

of the Father.

• God is always with us, but the meaning of Immanuel is different.

• Jesus came to show us who God is.

WHO IS GOD? John 1:18; John 5:19-20; John 14:6-11
• Jesus answered that question once and for all by His life, His character, and His actions.

• He is a loving, good God who desires a relationship with you.

• If you have seen Jesus, you have seen the Father. They are one in the same.
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5 TRUTHS JESUS REVEALS ABOUT GOD: 

1. Jesus shows us that God is a God of compassion. Matthew 20:29-32; Psalm 145:8; Matthew 
9:36: Matthew 14:14; Matthew 15:32; 1 John 3:1

• He had compassion on the multitude, on the sick, and on the brokenhearted.

• Jesus shows us that God is a compassionate God who is moved by suffering humanity 
Know His voice and run to Him!

• The compassion of God led Jesus to help the helpless, to heal the sick, and to provide 
for people’s needs.

2. Jesus shows us that God is a God of mercy. John 8:1-11

• He is not interested in condemning us, but in setting us free from sin.

• He is interested in lifting us into obedience.

• Jesus came so YOU could be free from sin.

• He will wipe your shame away in one swoop if you ask Him to.

• Don’t remain in the shame of your sin or past.

3. Jesus shows us that God loves us unconditionally. Luke 15:11-32; Romans 5:31-39

• God loves us faults and all.

• He doesn’t give up on us. Instead, He runs to help us.

4. Jesus shows us that God is a God of healing and miracles. Luke 6:18-19; Acts 2:22; 2 Kings 
5; John 11; Joshua 10:1-15

• He is the same yesterday, today, and forever.

• He doesn’t give up on us. Instead, He runs to help us.

• God desires to do miracles on our behalf.

• He is a God who performs miracles and displays his power among His people. Psalm 
77:14
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5. Jesus shows us that God is a just judge. Luke 18:1-6

• God is a true and just God.

• He will always do what is right and fair.

• He will answer you and vindicate you!
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
